Treasurer's Report

Mike reported on the current bank balance and stated that YA income was £125 for March and April. Mike had asked Andy to undertake a monthly check on his accounting and this was agreed.

Secretary's Report

Arrangements for 5mile Road Race on 19th July

Arrangements for Round Arran Relay on 24th July

Mike gave an update on progress – the paperwork has been issued to the 24 club previously identified and all 24 teams invited have accepted; buses are booked at a cost of £515 and the hall is booked.

Club Website

Tony was welcomed to his first committee meeting as website manager and congratulated on the work which he has done so far to make the site more attractive and user friendly. It was acknowledged that our website is a key link to current and potential members and that we should maximise its effectiveness. We should also set a long term objective of processing club race entries via the website. Andy will email Tony the following: names and telephone/email of main contact persons at club; amendment to coaching information; committee minutes; race entry forms for 5mile and 10k; club championship information; recent race reports submitted to local papers; recent photographs. It was noted that the club does not currently have a logo and Brian Craig will create a draft for discussion at the next meeting.
